CSAF JH Baseball/Softball Rules

(Revised August 2019)

Except stated as otherwise in this document, the Rules of play to be used by CSAF shall be National Federation High School (NFHS). 
1. All coaches and volunteers closely related to the teams must read and sign a CSAF Code of Ethics Form which should be kept on file by the member school.
2. The Home Team is responsible for arranging officials. District games must be officiated by certified officials. These officials should not be related to the school in any way. Schools not providing proper officials will forfeit said game. The officials should be given a copy of CSAF rules for each sport. The following sports require a minimum of the following number of officials:
     JH Baseball/Softball: Two officials
3. Equipment

Softball batting helmets must be equipped with face protectors.

Baseballs must have the NFHS stamps

Bats must fall within the 8-5 drop
4. Uniforms – Teams must have both Home and Away uniforms and follow all NFHS specs.

Baseball - Steel Cleats are not allowed.

7. Mercy Rule

Baseball: The game will end if a team is leading by: 
15 runs after 3 innings 
10 run after 4 innings (3 1/2 innings if the home team is up).
Softball: The game will end if a team is leading by: 

15 runs after 3rd inning

10 runs after 5th inning

8. JH Baseball Pitch Rules

· If a pitcher throws 76-85 pitches in a day, three (3) calendar days of rest must be observed.
· If a pitcher throws 51-75 pitches in a day, two (2) calendar days of rest must be observed.
· If a pitcher throws 26-50 pitches in a day, one (1) calendar day of rest must be observed.

· If a pitcher throws 1-25 pitches in a day. No calendar day of rest is required before pitching again.

10. District Standing Tiebreakers:
Two Way Tie:
A. Head to Head
B. In the case of a continued tie, a tie breaker game will be played.
Three Way Tie:

A. Point differential with a 5 point cap for Softball and a 10 point cap for Baseball. The team with the highest point advantage will become the District Champ and take the higher seed. The remaining two teams will have a tie breaker game to determine the District Runner-Up.
B. In the case of a continued three way tie after point differential, a coin toss will determine the higher seed and a tie breaker game will be played by the remaining two teams.
